Changes at Newtown Town Hall

Newtown Neighbourhood Centre (NNC) will relocate to Tom Foster
Community Centre (TFCC) in south Newtown in late 2021.

NNC CEO Liz Yeo said they were looking forward to the move and
redesigning TFCC’s layout so it better suited their programs and needs.

“The space also has a warm and welcoming outdoor garden that will be
able to be utilised by staff, volunteers, clients and community members.

We currently have staff located in two separate offices and this will give

us the opportunity to come together as one team, and to invest what we
would have spent on rent into services for our community,” she said.

Tom Foster Community Centre will undergo a major refurbishment in
early 2021 with the NCC moving in after this is completed.

Newtown Town Hall has been identified as a suitable location
for an Inner West Pride Centre, once maijor refurbishment work
is undertaken.

Many of the local population and businesses identify as
LGBTIQ and/or LGBTIQ friendly, and it is located in an iconic, busy,
central location.

The idea for an Inner West Pride Centre emerged from extensive
consultation held by and for the Inner West rainbow community in
2016-17, including the 2017 Rainbow Roundtable.

“The idea of the Inner West Pride Centre is to provide that
space and that community hub and ensure our local Rainbow
Community is connected, supported and empowered,” said
Councillor Anna York.

Yirran Gumal
Early Learning Centre in Steel Park
Marrickville commenced with a
limited intake of 20 children per
day in late October.

Quality LED lighting,
natural ventilation, and high
efficiency air conditioning, and a
small solar photovoltaic ?PV) array
will generate electric power - all of
which mean meeting an energy
benchmark 25% below most other
childcare centres.

HJ Mahoney Reserve has been
upgraded as part of the Cooks River
Parklands Masterplan.

The upgrade includes a youth
facility with multi-purpose court for
basketball, netball and handball as
well as street art walls and outdoor
stage and social area.

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New food organics collection

Council has commenced a new food organics collection in the former
Marrickville local government area. The new service is an extension of
Leichhardt Council’'s longstanding food recycling program in residential
apartment buildings.

Inner West Mayor Darcy Byrne said this is the next step in Council’s Inner
West war on waste, aimed at eliminating the 35 per cent of waste in
residential garbage bins that is currently made up of organics that could
be otherwise recycled.

‘Inner West Council wants to lead the nation in eliminating organic
waste. This announcement is the latest stage in the complete overhaul
of our domestic waste services,” said Mayor Byrne.

“‘We are now expanding the service into the old Marrickville Council area,
and plan to make further extensions into the Ashfield area in 2021.

‘Reducing food waste is also one of the most important things we can do
to reverse global warming,” he said.

This project is supported by the Environmental Trust as part of the NSW Department of Planning, Industry and Environment
Waste Less, Recycle More initiative funded from the waste levy.
